Starting at Bliss Street, we arrive at the grassy area of the former 
Ellis Mill .  The entire area consists of 10 acres.  The Town 
demolished the structure in the fall of 2000.  The Town received a 
grant for this demolition as it had created a dangerous condition 
to local residents and safety personnel.  The Town currently 
maintains a lien on the property in the amount of $486,074.   We 
currently maintain ¾ acre of this site so we do not have another 
eyesore on our hands, such as we have at the former South Main 
Street school. 
 
If the Town were ever to take ownership of this property it would 
make for a beautiful place to make a little park.  The waterfall 
located on the west end is striking. 

Ellis Mill Site 
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As we head north up Route 32 we stop at the House of Art.  This 
building is the former Town Annex building.  Current occupants of 
the building include the Monson Tourism Committee/Association and 
the Monson Arts Council. 

House of Art 
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Directly next door is the historic Memorial Hall .  Dedicated in 1885 as a 
memorial to soldiers this building is one of the treasures of Monson.  There 
is approximately 1/2 acre of land to maintain here. 
 
Many memorials, benches, flags and walkways have been added to this 
facility.   
We do receive some help from the Garden Club here.  They plant flowers, 
help weed beds and water plants, and we appreciate their help in the 
upkeep.

Located behind the House of Art is the Monson Fire Station, and the 
Parks and Recreation Department has agreed to maintain these grounds in 
order to save the Fire Department the purchase of a new mower. 
 

Monson Fire Station 
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Located across the street is Dave Grieve Park.   Recently added are park 
benches, a memorial to Andy Piwcio and Mike Bolaske, fencing between 
property lines and the Town Clock. 
 
The gazebo in the park is home to many town events, including concerts 
and the town wide tag sale.

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Going north on Main Street we stop at the corner of 110 Main Street and 
State Street.  Here we find the original Monson High School, now home 
to a majority of Town Offices.

Looking out from the Playground you see Veterans Field.  
Dedicated as Veterans Field on October 1, 1960, this facility has 
many, many uses.  During the spring and summer the baseball fields 
are used and in the fall two soccer fields are located here.  This is also 
the home to Monson High School’s Junior Varsity baseball team.

Veterans Field 
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The Skate Park is also located at Veterans Field.  The Skate Park and 
adjacent basketball courts are used daily from April through the end of 
October.  Each spring the park is gone through before opening to check all 
pieces for safety.   

Skate Park 
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The last piece of Veterans Field is our Storage Facility.  All the pieces of 
equipment we own and use are stored in an around this building.   
 

Storage Facility 
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As we cross over State Street and onto Washington Street we will stop at 
Cushman Field.   Spring and summer are the busiest times at this 
location.  Our 5th and 6th Grade baseball program calls this home.  This 
currently is our only 75’ diamond so it is used every night and weekend.  
This past fall Cushman Field was used as a practice facility for soccer.   
 

Cushman Field 
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Heading north we pull onto Park Road, home to Flynt Park.  The first 
field is known as Lower Rogers Field, which includes surrounding grass 
bankings in its maintenance.  Lower Rogers Field is the most used soccer 
field in Monson.  The field is used three seasons per year. 
 

Lower Rogers Field 
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Up the hill is where you will find Upper Rogers soccer field and the 3rd 
and 4th Grade baseball diamond.  This facility is used spring and summer 
for baseball and late summer and fall for soccer. 
 

Upper Rogers Field 
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The third parcel at Flynt Park is unnamed.  The field was leveled and 
overseeded in the fall of 2006.  We hope to convert this area into a 
baseball field someday.   We are currently searching for funding to put 
up a backstop, homerun fence, player benches and protective fencing in 
front of the benches.  The approximate cost of all these items total over 
$20,000. 
 
Even though this parcel is not actively being used as a game field, some 
teams are starting to practice on it. 
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3rd Field at Flynt Park 



The total parcel of land at Flynt Park is 138 acres with trails located throughout the 
area.  At the current time no general maintenance is done on the acreage that is not 
fields.  Someday I hope to see the trail to the top of Mount Ella fixed from the washouts 
so residents can hike the trail.  Flynt Park truly is a beautiful place and we hope to 
restore some brush areas to the original grassy state as in years past. 
 
Pictured below is the 100’ tower that stood at the top of Mount Ella.  The tower was 
attached to a big boulder which is also shown in the picture. 
 
Rumor has it that from that tower you could see Boston Harbor on a clear day! 

Flynt Park 
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The Monson Parks and Recreation Department  recently acquired the maintenance of all 
school grounds for each of the three schools.  We take great pride in setting up and 
maintaining the schools’ entryways and athletic fields and setup for all outdoor High School 
Athletic contests. 
 
We have left Flynt Park and we now stop at Quarry Hill Community School on Margaret 
Street.  As you look up the driveway you see large bankings and two large playing fields. 
 
The first field is know as Quarry Hill #1 and is home to the Varsity Softball team, 5th and 
6th Grade softball team, 7th and 8th Grade softball team and summer softball team.  This 
field gets used from April through August.  Spring and fall Pioneer Valley Soccer teams also 
call this field home. 
 
The upper softball field is known as Quarry Hill #2 and is home to the Junior Varsity softball 
team and 3rd and 4th Grade softball team.   
 
In addition to those areas listed above, the Parks and Recreation Department maintains three 
playgrounds, and surrounding grounds located just outside the physical building. 

Quarry Hill Community School 
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Just north of Quarry Hill Community School we find Monson High School.  As 
you pull in the driveway you will find a grass banking on the left and grass most of 
the way up the driveway on the right hand side. 
 
The Parks and Recreation Department maintains the entire school grounds here, 
which includes the Ronald  Constantino Baseball Field (see page 19), JV Soccer 
Field (see page 20), and the Cross Country Trail (see page 21).

Behind Monson High School is the home of the boys Junior Varsity Soccer 
Team, gym class and practice facility.  The Monson Lacrosse Association  
also uses this field, as well as Pioneer Valley Soccer teams.

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During the fall the Parks and Recreation Department maintains the 
High School Cross Country team’s trail.  This trail is approximately 
2.75 miles long and includes about 1.5 miles of wooded trail.

We head back south down Margaret Street and go onto Thompson Street, 
home of Granite Valley Middle School. 
 
The Parks and Recreation Department maintains the entire school grounds of 
Granite Valley, as well as the William Devine Track Facility and Robert E. 
Moriarty Soccer Field (see page 23). 
 

Granite Valley Middle School  
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Located on the grounds of Granite Valley Middle School is the Varsity 
Boys Soccer field and the Boys and Girls Track team facilities. 
 
General maintenance performed here includes mowing, trimming, 
blowing off the track and setting up for games and contests.  This takes 
approximately 3 ½ hours, including the natural bleachers next to the 
track.  The sprinkler system was repaired in the fall of 2007 and routine 
inspection will now have to be done to confirm proper spraying is 
happening. 
 
We generally spend 6 hours here per week doing mowing, trimming 
and trash removal.   
 
Future plans may include this area being the home of Monson 
Lacrosse. 

William Devine Track Facility and

Starting recently we have taken over the grounds maintenance of the 
Water and Sewer Department.
