BOARD OF SELECTMEN
TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 8, 2016

The regular meeting for the Board of Selectmen convened at 7:00 p.m. in the public meeting room in the Town Office Building at 110 Main Street. In attendance were John R. Morrell, Edward S. Harrison, and Dr. Richard M. Smith. Also present were Town Administrator Evan Brassard and the media.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
Acceptance of Meeting Minutes:
Mr. Harrison made a motion to accept the meeting minutes of November 4, 2016. Dr. Smith amended this to the minutes of October 25, 2016. Mr. Harrison made a motion to accept the meeting minutes for October 25, 2016 – open session, as amended. Dr. Smith seconded and it was unanimously VOTED.
Meet and Greet with Building Inspector John Moran:
John Moran approached the Board of Selectmen.
Mr. Brassard said he met with Mr. Moran, who came highly recommended from our former Building Inspector Pat Leaming. It was reiterated Mr. Moran was interviewed by a committee and the decision was brought to the Board of Selectmen at a previous meeting for their consideration of appointing Mr. Moran, which was done. Mr. Moran began working for the Town of Monson as our Building Inspector/Zoning Enforcement Officer on October 31, 2016.
Mr. Moran explained his background and noted he has been on the job for two weeks now and feels very comfortable here. He also noted Monson has some permitting and zoning issues that he will work on very slowly, and very nicely.

Mr. Morrell noted Mr. Moran has an impressive resume.

Mr. Moran said his hours will be on Mondays from 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., Tuesdays 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., Wednesdays 8:30 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., and Thursdays 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., and he is off on Fridays. He will work a total of 35 hours per week. 

Dr. Smith said he feels the customized hours for our residents, will go over very well.

Mr. Harrison said he looks for consistency in a Building Inspector, so all residents are treated the same.

The Board thanked Mr. Moran for coming in, and welcomed him aboard.

Right of First Refusal – 66 Butler Road:
Mr. Morrell noted the Monson Board of Assessors, Monson Planning Board, and the Monson Conservation Commission all voted unanimously to recommend the Town waive its right of first refusal for property located at 66 Butler Road, containing .62 acres of land and owned by the Estate of Florence Berube.
Dr. Smith made a motion to waive our right of first refusal on the property owned by the Estate of Florence Berube as read, and attached. Mr. Harrison seconded and it was unanimously VOTED.

Double Pole Discussion:
This was tabled.
Butler Road Speed Study:
Mr. Morrell noted the speed study for Butler Road has been completed, and MassDOT has returned the engineers report to the town. 
Mr. Morrell noted a mistake on the southbound side where it states “0.20 miles at 40 miles per hour ending at the end of paved surface; the total distance being 1.45 miles”. It should read “0.20 miles at 20 miles per hour ending at the end of paved surface; the total distance being 1.45 miles”.

Mr. Harrison made a motion to accept the speed study on Butler Road with the change. Dr. Smith seconded and it was unanimously VOTED.

Highway Department Truck Lease:
Mr. Brassard explained the town purchased a new dump truck for the Highway Department on a five-year lease for $41,000 a year, with the first year coming from Chapter 90 money. Mr. Brassard said in the lease document, the Board must pass a resolution that states “yes we need the truck and yes we agree to purchase the truck, and also to provide Mr. Brassard with the authority to sign the documentation”.
Dr. Smith read the resolution into the record, as attached.

Mr. Morrell noted the truck has been delivered, and is in the garage. He is hoping to have it registered tomorrow. The truck has a computerized system for distributing materials during snow and ice events, which should save about 30% on materials.
Mr. Harrison made a motion to approve the lease agreement as read. Dr. Smith seconded and it was unanimously VOTED.

Surplus Property:
Mr. Brassard explained the town recently sold a John Deere mower from the Parks and Recreation Department that hadn’t been used for quite some time and was deemed surplus, for $2,300. 
Mr. Brassard explained the equipment he is now requesting be deemed as surplus is a Ransome mower from the Parks and Recreation Department, and two generators from the Fire Department. One of the generators is a Kohler, and the other is an unknown make the town received for free from the State that was used at the Monson Developmental Center.
Mr. Harrison made a motion to deem the three items just described, one mower and two generators, as surplus. Dr. Smith seconded and it was unanimously VOTED.

Winter Parking Ban:
Mr. Morrell read part of the parking ban bylaw into the record for the upcoming winter, which states, “The Board of Selectmen or its designee may declare a parking ban on all ways within the Town for the purpose of snow and ice removal or any other state of emergency, and shall be responsible for lifting the ban when determined that it is no longer necessary.”
Mr. Morrell said the message board will be out to notify residents of the parking ban, and it was noted it will be posted on the town’s web site as well. Mr. Morrell stated residents can call the Police Department to see if a ban has been lifted.

Dr. Smith read the Snow/Ice Removal bylaw into the record which states, “In the event of a parking ban declaration for snow and ice removal, no motor vehicle, other than a Town vehicle acting in an emergency shall be parked on any way within the Town. Between the hours of 6AM-1AM, parking will be permitted on Main Street between Hampden Avenue and Washington Street. Any legally operating business outside of this area that requires on-street parking during a ban shall contact the Police Department for permission, which shall be granted unless substantial public safety is a risk.”

Correspondence was read and completed.
New Business to Come Before the Board:
· Mr. Brassard noted the next Special Town Meeting will be held on Monday, November 14, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. in Granite Valley Middle School. There are 32 articles on the warrant and they will be posted on the town’s new web site for residents to view.
· Mr. Harrison noted residents still have twelve minutes to vote in the Presidential election, if they haven’t already done so. Voting is being held in Memorial Hall.

At 7:50 p.m., Mr. Harrison made a motion to adjourn from open session to go into executive session to discuss strategy with respect to non-union personnel pursuant to M.G.L. c. 30A, section 21 (2) and collective bargaining or litigation pursuant to M.G.L., c. 30A, section 21 (3), not to return to open session. Dr. Smith seconded and it was unanimously VOTED.
